The National Purple Heart Hall of Honor is
conducting a nationwide effort to register Purple Heart
recipients in the museum's database. So far, 70,000
recipients have been registered since the Hall of Honor
opened in New Windsor, N. Y., in November, but
organizers hope to enroll as many as 1.5 million, said
Sergio Morales, a member of the museum's board of
directors. Hall visitors can access the list of Purple Heart
recipients on the museum's 15 computers that chronicle
photos and stories about those who have earned the medal.
The Defense Department does not keep an official database
of Purple Heart recipients. Hall of Honor organizers hope
their efforts will create as complete a list as possible of
those who have earned the medal to ensure they are not
forgotten, Morales said.

To register with the Hall of Honor, recipients must
prove they received the medal by submitting the appropriate
official documentation, including a DD-214, DD-215, WD
AGO-53-55, General Orders or a Letter of Transmittal,
Morales said. Hall officials also requested recipients send a
written narrative of how they earned their medal, any
newspaper articles written about them receiving the medal,
and any photographs of them while in the service.

Although it's not required, recipients can also tape
an interview at the Hall of Honor chronicling their service
and the events that led to their Purple Heart. An unedited
copy of the DVD is given to the recipient, while an edited
version is kept at the Hall and Stored with that individual's
record, Morales said. I

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Veterans’ tax exemption increased

WARSAW - Some area veterans will now be eligible for a property tax exemption, officials at
Wyoming County Veterans Services said Tuesday.

The statewide policy took effect Aug. 28, said Assistant Director Bill Wilkinson. It allows those who
served during "peaceful" periods of the Cold War to receive a 10 percent exemption.
"Normally just war veterans get these," he said. "It's a very important thing because there's probably as many
veterans who were in for a 'nonwar' period, who weren't able to get an exemption."

Only veterans who served during conflict periods were previously eligible, Wilkinson said. The Cold
War took place from the late 1940s to the early 1990s, as the United States and former Soviet Union were
squared off against each other. The state defines the Cold War as having occurred from Sept. 2, 1945 to Dec. 26,
1991. Former military personnel must have served at least a year, and been honorably discharged.

Burling: Program provides veterans with low-interest mortgage loans

Assemblyman Dan Burling, R-Warsaw, reminds veterans to take advantage of below market mortgage
rates available through the Homes for Veterans Program. The program is administered through the State of New
York Mortgage Agency (SONYMA) and the New York State Department of Veterans' Affairs.

"For many veterans, especially young people leaving active duty, home ownership can seem like an
unattainable dream," said Burling in a news release. "The Homes for Veterans Program can help these brave
men and women achieve the goal of home ownership."

Through the Homes for Veterans Program, eligible veterans will receive mortgages with fixed interest
rates as low as 4.875 percent, considerably lower than standard banks, and 0.5 percent lower than SONYMA''s
normal below-market interest rates. While national home loan guaranty programs require down payments up to
10 percent, mortgages through the Home for Veterans Program require a down payment of only 3 percent, with
only 1 percent coming from the borrower's own funds. The program will also provide closing cost assistance,
and unlike national veteran home loan guaranty programs, the payment of borrower points is not required.

Veterans do not need to be purchasing their first home to be eligible, but they will have to satisfy
SONYMA's income and home purchase price limits among other requirements. In addition, veterans must pro-
vide proof of active duty and proof of release from duty under conditions other than dishonorable.

The below-market mortgages will be available solely through M&T banks throughout the state. To
apply, veterans can call the M&T Bank in Rochester at (585) 760-8878 or speak with the Buffalo branch at
(716) 629-8720.

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Proud to be an American

Historian Howard Zinn, writing recently in The Progressive, said that this past Independence Day,
Americans “would have done well to renounce nationalism and all its symbols: its flags, its pledges of allegiance, its
anthems, its insistence in song that God must single out America to be blessed. " His column was an argument against
the basic idea that we should consider ourselves Americans, and instead advocated an "allegiance to the human race,"
as if the two were somehow incompatible.

He described our soldiers in Iraq as "victims ... of our government's lies" and claimed that Americans suffer
from "a loss of a sense of proportion." To support this claim, he said nationalist thinking had led us to such actions as
the atomic bombings of Hiroshima and Nagasaki in response to Pearl Harbor, and the killing of tens of thousands in
the Global War on Terror in response to the deaths of 3,000 Americans in the September 11, 2001 terrorist attacks, a
clear indication of our "loss of a sense of proportion." The implication, of course, is that we should have been much
more restrained after being attacked by a ruthless enemy, in 1941 and again in 2001.

With all due respect to Prof Zinn's opinion, I must disagree. I take great pride not in the fact that I am a
soldier, but in the fact that I am an American soldier. I am as capable at helping others as I am at hurting them, and I
take far more pleasure in the former than I do in the latter. I am immensely proud and humbled to have the honor of
representing my nation, as a member of the armed forces, in bringing relief to those who need it, and justice to those
who deserve it.

I, and I believe most Americans, love all the symbols of our greatness: our flag, our anthem, our history, and
our culture. I have sworn my life to defending the principles upon which this country was founded, and I do believe
with all my heart that our nation is special and unique.

I teach my children to respect our flag and our country, and to be thankful for the blessings we enjoy. I get
choked up at the playing of "The Star Spangled Banner" and at the passing of Old Glory, and I and my children stand
and give proper honors when either occurs. That may make me a nationalist in Mr. Zinn's eyes, but it doesn't make
me any less a member of the human race.

And what about that greatest symbol of America, our national colors, that Prof. Zinn would have us put
away? Our flag stands for what this nation is: a beacon of hope to the rest of the world, a place where freedom and
prosperity are available to all who come here peaceably and are willing to work for it. It represents the values and
beliefs that our soldiers are dying for, because they know America is worth preserving. It represents that magical
place where people from around the world still long to be, and it stands for justice and equality, the inherent human
rights that are sadly lacking in many places around the world.

Do we sometimes make mistakes in dealing with other nations? Yes, of course, but this nation represents a
land where good triumphs more often than not, and that is why the rest of the world continues to look to us for
guidance and hope. And it is why our enemies seek to destroy us and everything that we represent.

I have been around the world and seen the joy in people's eyes when American help has arrived, and I have
felt pride and thankfulness for being part of such a wonderful nation, knowing that few other countries could provide
the hope and promise that we do. And I have seen the utter fear in those who know that we have come to right the
wrongs on behalf of those who cannot fight for themselves against tyranny and oppression. A former commanding
officer of mine summed it up beautifully when he said, "When we deploy our forces, one of two things happens:
people either say 'Thank God, they're coming’, or they say, 'Oh shit, they're coming. “” Both speak to the greatness of
this nation.

The flag, and all our symbols of national pride, mean something because they represent all that is good and
right about America, and all that can be good and right in the world. They serve as an inspiration and source of pride
not only to most Americans, but also to everyone who wants to be an American or wants their nation to be more like
ours.

No, the time has not come to renounce nationalism and symbols of national pride. Instead, now, more than
ever, it is time to stand up and be counted. Because now is a time of great peril for our nation, when radical enemies
seek to destroy everything we stand for and everything we believe in. And it will take proud Americans, and not
proud humans, to ensure that our country and our way of life continue, for us, and for the rest of the world.

Throughout history, as children growing up, fascinating stories are told to us, stories about brave men
doing courageous and selfless acts in the face of incredible odds. We hear about William Wallace leading his
country from oppression. We hear about the Union soldiers at Gettysburg who out of ammunition, fix bayonets
and charge head long into a line of advancing Confederate rebels. Time after time we hear of heroes doing all
sorts of things. However, it has come to my understanding that there is a group of men out there who have never
fully been recognized for their actions. They would be the men involved in the battle of Khe Sahn which, under
siege for three months, withstood attack after attack from enemy forces and, after long hard fighting, prevailed
victorious.

As the Vietnam War progressed it appeared that the American forces had the upper hand on the northern
aggressors. At every turn the U.S armed forces beat back the North Vietnamese's attempt at seizing South
Vietnam and unifying the country under the rule of Ho Chi Minh. It appeared that the United States was well on
its way to dealing a crushing blow to the spread of Communism; however, the North Vietnamese had other
plans. On January 21, 1968 Marines stationed at the Khe Sanh military base were going about their business
when all of the sudden, at 0530, the base fell under attack. On that day the enemy hammered the base with
rockets, mortars, artillery, small arms, and automatic weapons, every thing except the kitchen sink. Over the
next 76 days the Marines defending that base would endure such bombardments, full scale attacks, armored
vehicles, tanks, sniper attacks, and skirmishes. However, the men defending that base would hold their ground
and not give into loss and despair.

Meanwhile, on the home front the news of the attack did not sit well with the American people. Up to
that point the American military commanders were telling the general public that the North Vietnamese Army
sustained such great loses that they couldn't launch any major offensive. Secondly, they said that the Vietnamese
holiday of Tet was coming and the enemy was unlikely to attack. On January 21 the allied forces found one of
its crucial strategic military bases under siege. As the Tet offensive moved on, the commanders in charge found
themselves frequently addressing the media and giving reasons why the base at Khe Sanh was so crucial to the
allied war effort. Worsening the situation was the nagging fact that 20,000 North Vietnamese commandoes had
surrounded 6,000 marines at Khe Sanh. Plus Khe Sanh's primary objective was compromised which was
supposed to be raiding the Ho Chi Minh trail and preventing supplies from getting to other parts of South
Vietnam. This compromise was largely credited to the fact that the enemy was literally on their door steps and
any that ventured out could expect a hostile reception. This all led to more aggravation from the American
people due to the fact that soldiers were being kept there and could no longer perform their initial intentions.

The pressure reached all the way to the White House. As hostilities arose from the Tet offensive and
casualties mounted, President Lynden Johnson found himself on the receiving end of negative accusations.
Although the battle would eventually be declared as a victory for the Americans it was a huge defeat mentally
and psychologically. As support fell, President Johnson announced, on March 31, that he would not run again
for the presidency. With that he decided to curb operation Rolling Thunder which called for an additional
206,000 troops in Vietnam and started seeking open peace talks with communist adversaries.

Back in Vietnam things would become clear that the Vietnamese army wasn't going to let up any time in
the near future and it was up to the military to bring relief. One of the key factors in the defense of Khe Sanh
was the American's ability to hold their ground thus forcing the Vietnamese to approach them. This drew the
enemy into the American's superior artillery fire. Secondly, the Americans had the upper hand when it came to
air superiority. Not only were the defending forces able to call in fighter planes to help with containing ground
forces, it also gave them the benefit of bringing in supplies and fresh troops. During the time of the siege Marine
and Air Force cargo planes made frequent landings bringing fresh troops and leaving with wounded soldiers.
Unfortunately, on February 10, 1968 a Marine C-130 crash landed on the airstrip inside of the base destroying a
good portion of the runway.
